Returning home, he enlisted in the British Army for three and a half years and was awarded the Queens Silver Medal, the
Campaign Service Medal, and was later honored with the Queens Golden Jubilee Medal.

Upon returning back to Canada and losing his way, George went from job to job, from one drink to another and from one drug to
another, until he ended up in a Canadian prison. It was there he found Jesus Christ and miraculously became the first man in
Canada to be credentialed to the ministry while still in prison.

After his release he married Norma and they had a daughter Norma-Ann. He entered full time ministry and pioneered churches. He
has given his testimony in Guyana, the West Indies, Albania, India, the United Kingdom, across the United States and Canada.

He suffered three minor strokes and one major stroke, but the Lord miraculously healed him from them all. He continues to travel
the world sharing the story of how Love found him.
